I am writing to inform you about the upcoming trip to the Science and Industry Museum in 

Manchester. The trip will take place on 15 January 2025.  

 

Whilst at the museum the children will get to explore science in action as they will enter into the 

interactive gallery. In here they will play with materials to build sturdy bridges and tall towers, 

discover whether they are strong enough to lift a car with one hand and find out about friction. 

Furthermore, they will make music with their body and learn about sound waves and create glow 

in the dark art.  

 

In addition to this, they will be going into the textiles section and learning how Manchester is built on 

cotton, they will discover the story of the people, machines and products that are combined to 

create the world’s first industrial city.
